LCCC serves nearly 7,000 credit and 8,000 noncredit students from Lehigh, Carbon, Schuylkill and surrounding counties and offers more than 90 programs of study. LCCC offers two-year associate degrees, certificate and specialized diploma programs, and workforce training for students studying full-time, part-time, and online.


Lehigh Carbon Community College was established in 1966 and first offered classes in Allentown. The college has since grown to offer at five different locations. Besides the Main Campus in Schnecksville, LCCC’s other locations include: Donley Center, Allentown; Morgan Center, Tamaqua; Jim Thorpe; and Lehigh Valley International Airport. The University Center located on the Schnecksville campus provides opportunities for students to receive their baccalaureate degrees from Bloomsburg University and Albright College, as well as online universities. The college is celebrating its 50th anniversary in 2016.


In both credit and noncredit programs, LCCC plays an integral role in the region’s workforce development. In 2015-16, more than $650,000 was awarded in scholarships to more than 600 students. Also, the Student Graduate Report indicates that 95 percent of fall 2015 graduates who responded are either employed or continuing their education. In addition to workforce development, LCCC also has an annual economic impact on the region of $334 million annually as detailed by EMSI in a socioeconomic impact study.


LCCC has transfer agreements with more than 70 colleges and universities, as well as a robust high school dual enrollment program. LCCC’s strategic priorities for the upcoming year include student enrollment and success, enrollment management, diversity and sustainability, all which will guide the college’s work.
